From Heddon-on-the-Wall in the east to Greenhead in the west are found the best of the
remains of Hadrian’s Wall. A few miles south of the World Heritage Site are historic Corbridge
and Hexham and many attractive smaller towns and villages. Here you can to stay in comfort,

eat well and find plenty to do.
This tranquil area has the valley of the River Tyne to the South while to the north are forests, open
moorland, peaceful countryside and views to the distant hills. Kielder Water, the largest manmade lake in

Spread over the hills and valleys at the very top of England bordering
Scotland, but right in the centre of Britain, Northumberland National Park
has unspoiled treasures awaiting your discovery. Ancient pre-history
and the rare red squirrel exist alongside traditional lifestyles with a
thriving culture.

There are distinct characteristics within the landscape of the National Park.
To the north there are the breathtaking rolling moors and grasslands of the
Cheviot Hills, with their ancient hill forts and pure rivers. In the centre is the
Upper Coquet Valley with the landmark Simonside Hills and the beautiful
villages of Harbottle and Holystone. To the west are the valleys
of the North Tyne and Redesdale, wild, inspiring and once home of the
Border Reivers. In the south is the iconic ridge of the Whin Sill with
Hadrian's Wall striding along its crest.

There are so many ways of experiencing the special qualities of the
National Park. Sample local produce from one of the Farmers' Markets,
walk in the footsteps of the Romans on a National Trail, climb the crags and
cycle the byways, or join in with the music and dancing at a local show.

Roman and other historic sites
This area contains the most prominent remains of the Hadrian's Roman Wall World
Heritage Site. Along the route of Hadrian’s Wall are ancient sites of interest;
Corbridge, Chesters, Vindolanda, Housesteads and the Roman Army Museum
near Greenhead where children can really enjoy getting to know about life in
Roman times. 

There are numerous other places of interest within easy reach.

Kielder Water is the largest man-made lake in Europe while Kielder Forest is
one of Britain's biggest nature resorts; home to red squirrels, deer and rare
birds. The lake fringes and forest glades can best be explored by walking,
cycling or on horseback. The whole area lies within 200 square miles with
150 million standing trees, mainly Sitka Spruce. Round the huge lake are
visitor centres and attractions including Goat Walks, Family Wildlife Day,
Forest Fun, Nature Walks, Deer Watch, Easter Trail, Bat Walk, Fell Race,
Cycling, Vintage Weekend, Summer Solstice Stomp, Forest Fun, Orienteering,
Night Watch, Halloween Trail, Christmas Fun and Workshops and 4x4 Safaris.

Newcastle and Gateshead
Unrivalled for shopping and leisure facilities. Gateshead has the Sage Concert
Halls with river views of the Tyne and Gateshead Millennium Bridges, the
BALTIC and the Newcastle/Gateshead Quays. Also in Gateshead is the
MetroCentre, one of Europe’s largest shopping and leisure centres.

The Theatre Royal and Eldon Square Shopping Centre in Newcastle are worth
visiting as are the many museums including The Great North Museum
(original Roman artefacts), the Hancock and Discovery museums and the
Laing Art Gallery.
